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NSWC Port Hueneme Division Command to Change Hands

On Thursday, May 20, 2004, a number of distinguished visitors will assemble at the Naval Surface Warfare Center Port Hueneme Division to witness the Change of Command ceremony that will relieve Captain Alan G. Maiorano of his duty as Commander. Captain Stephen H. Huber will take the reins as the new Commander for NSWC Port Hueneme Division. 

The ceremony, a time-honored product of a rich naval tradition, will take place at 10:00 a.m. in the courtyard of Building 445 at Naval Base Ventura County’s Port Hueneme site. In attendance will be Navy leadership, including Rear Admiral Brad Hicks, Commander, Naval Surface Warfare Center Headquarters; several local political figures; NSWC Port Hueneme industry partners; distinguished alumni; employees and other special guests. 

Captain Maiorano will be leaving NSWC Port Hueneme Division after a three-year tour of duty as Commander. Prior to his leadership at Port Hueneme, Captain Maiorano’s sea duties included tours aboard USS DEWEY (DDG 45), USS NICHOLSON (DD 982), USS ARTHUR W. RADFORD (DD 968), USS LEYTE GULF (CG 55) and USS NORMANDY (CG 60), where he deployed to the Arabian Gulf to support Operations Desert Shield and Desert Storm. He also served as the Commanding Officer of USS VINCENNES (CG 49). 

Ashore, Captain Maiorano earned a Master of Arts in National Security Affairs from the Naval Postgraduate School in Monterey, Calif.; a Masters in Business Administration from Marymount University; and a Master of Science in Systems Engineering from Johns Hopkins University. He also served at the AEGIS Training Center as the Officer Training Branch Head and AEGIS Cruiser and Destroyer Section Head and Financial Coordinator. His personal awards include the Legion of Merit, Meritorious Service Medal, Navy Commendation Medal and the Navy Achievement Medal. 

NSWC Port Hueneme’s new Commander, Captain Huber, comes to the command from Washington D.C., where he served as the Deputy Director, Human Systems Integration Directorate of the Naval Sea Systems Command. His at-sea duties have included USS STEIN (FF 1065), USS REASONER (FF 1063), USS GARY (FFG 51) and USS FIFE (DD 991). On shore, he has served as a Naval Academy instructor; as Flag Secretary on the staff of the Commander, THIRD Fleet; Combat Systems Training Officer for the Chief of Naval Operations; on the staff of the Commander in Chief, U.S. Atlantic Fleet, as the Special Operations Officer; and as the Combat Systems Training Officer on the staff of the Surface Warfare Division of the Chief of Naval Operations.

Captain Huber’s awards include the Meritorious Service Medal, Navy Commendation Medal, and Navy Achievement Medal. He holds a Master of Arts degree in International Studies and a Master of Arts degree in National Security and Strategic Studies.
